NOTES

1 - Notification of a marine accident or incident: The duty and responsibility to notify of a marine accident or incident belongs to the ship’s captain or the officer acting on his behalf, the ship’s owner, operator, or agent, the relevant port authority, and, in the case of accidents and incidents occurring in inland waters, the relevant local authority, in accordance with the “By-Law on the Investigation of Marine Accidents and Incidents.” Apart from them, anyone who wants to notify about a marine accident or incidents can do so. Initial notifications on the marine casualties or incidents shall be reported to Main Search and Rescue Coordination Centre (MSRCC) according to the “By-Law on the Investigation of Marine Casualties and Incidents.”

2 - Filling out and submitting the forms: Upon the notification to the MSRCC, “DEİF-02 Marine Accident/Incident Notification Form” shall be filled and sent to the UEİM by mail, email or fax.
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
